West Virginia Fossil Club Minutes May 7, 2010

Minutes of the April 2010 meeting were read and approved. The treasurer reported a balance of $933.93.

Old Business: Mike has contacted the YMCA and told them the Fossil Club will not be participating in their Healthy Kids
Day program this year. Mike has also contacted the Calvert Marine Club regarding insurance and, after discovering they
do not have insurance, he contacted our carrier, Ladd Insurance. As a result of the possible scenarios discussed with
Ladd, Mike suggests that any joint activity be a non-club event. After discussion, Mike will arrange details for exchange
visits.

A list of 50 dig sites discussed at previous meetings came from the Internet, compliments of Bob Peck.

The possibility of a silent auction was discussed and a motion was made by Bill Hurst that we have it in conjunction with
the Christmas party. Mary Ridenour seconded the motion. The motion passed. A committee will look at this in more detail.

Steve Buchanan reported the Greer, German Valley, and Buckeye Quarries are considering our request to collect fossils
at their sites.

Ray & Mary Ellen Garton are willing to host hands-on fossil preparation as a “rainy day” dig at their PaleoBarn in
Barrackville. This matter was tabled until Ray returns next month.

New Business: Mike showed the Club the “M” award plague they received for increasing attendance last year.

A new member told Mike a factor in joining the club was the excellent Club Newsletter he received. This tells the club the
superior job Ray and Mary Ellen are doing in putting the club information out to the public. We are lucky to have them as
editors.

May 22 Dig Information The site is located almost in downtown Johnstown, PA. What you are likely to find without any
trouble at all are many, many small fossil tree fern pieces with great detail and contrast. Then with a little more effort you
can find and split larger slabs and find perhaps complete fronds over a foot long. The site is not insitu and was formed
from materials dredged from the river after one of the floods. The rocks are Pennsylvanian Age and are probably from the
Kittanning series of coals and rocks. We (Mary Ellen and Ray) have collected here several times and have always found
as much as we can carry in just a few hours. It is about 200 yards from the parking area to the site and the road is rough
so high clearance is best or carpool with someone with higher clearance. The site is about 2 hours northeast of
Morgantown. The meeting site is about 1 hour from Morgantown. We will meet at the Pilot Truck Stop Exit 22 on 1-68
East, Grantsville, MD. Turn left at the top of the exit ramp and look for the Pilot on the right about ¥2 mile down the road.
Meet in the Arbys. From here we will caravan to the site about an hour away. We will stop at a McDonalds about a mile
before the site for a pit and snack stop. You should pack a lunch and water. If there is time Ray will take the club to
another site located nearby that is in the Brush Creek and contains marine fossils. Call Ray 304-282-2306 for assistance.
