April 2, 2010

The West Virginia Fossil Club met March 5, 2010 with 13 members and 2 guest present.

Minutes of the March 2010 meeting were read . There was one correction. The museum that contacted Mike for the
exchange dig trip was probably Calvert Marine Museum. Ray Garton moved and Bill Hurst seconded that the minutes be
approved as corrected. Motion carried. There was no treasurer’s report.

Old Business: The Healthy Kids Day scheduled for Saturday, May 15 at Meadowbrook Mall from 2-6:00 and Sunday,
May 16 at VA Park from 1-4:00 was discussed. This event is being sponsored by the Harrison County YMCA. While the
group felt that it would be very beneficial to the kids, there were no volunteers at this meeting. The consensus was to try
again a next month’s meeting since it would be prior to the event.

The group from Calvert Cliffs who wants to do the exchange dig trip has requested that the dig be scheduled for the fall.
Members who were present would like for President Mike Karickhoff to contact the group to firm up a date. He should
also inquire about the group having its own insurance. Ray had copies of our insurance that he had copied from the
Federation website/newsletter and it appears that our insurance may cover non-members or a group for only $3.12 per
person.
