Definitive Fossil Evidence of Dunkleosteus (Placodermi) an Extinct Armored Fish from the Foreknobs Formation
(Devonian) of West Virginia

Definitive fossil evidence in the form of the medial dorsal plate and keel of Dunkleosteus, a large Placoderm, armored fish,
has been found in the Devonian age Foreknobs Formation near Elkins, WV. Devonian strata and fossils are abundant in
West Virginia but this represents the first undisputed record of this genus from the state.
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
